On Sunday, September 2, students were promoted to their new SCE (School of Christian 
Education) classes.  The classes are custom made for the children involved. 

  Preschool - for those not yet in kindergarten.  We teach and reinforce a basic idea about 
God and learn a Bible verse each month.  We also work to help build interpersonal 
relationship skills as we have a time of play. 

  Elementary - for those in kindergarten through 3
rd
 grade.  The main thrust of this class is 

to learn about God and Jesus and the way we should live as God’s people. We also make 
crafts and sing songs. This fall we will also be involved in a community project to help 
others. For the past three months we've been studying the fruits of the spirit and prayer. 
We have talked about how to pray and when to pray. Prayer isn’t just for church time. We 
can pray anytime in our everyday lives, although sometimes we must pray silently to be 
considerate of others.

� Journey –  All ages. Discussion of spirituality issues. 

Mixture of lecture and 
discussion.  

�   Ruth Fidelis (Ladies) – Mainly 50s, 60s, and 70s.  Bible study, lecture and discussion. 
�  Willing Workers (Ladies) & Faithful Pilgrims (Men) – Mainly 70s plus, meet together 

for group Bible Study.  Primarily lecture, some discussion.
