items to the church before November 7.  Here are suggested gift  items to fill the shoe boxes: 

 

 School supplies – pens, pencils, sharpeners, crayons, notepads, solar calculators, etc. 

  Toys – small cars, balls, dolls, stuffed animals, harmonicas, yo-yo’s, jump ropes, slinky, etc. 

  Hygiene items – toothbrush, toothpaste, bar soap (in plastic bag), comb, washcloths, etc. 

 Miscellaneous items – individually wrapped hard candy (double bagged), gum, t-shirts, socks, 

   ball caps, sunglasses, hair clips, jewelry, flashlights with extra batteries, books, etc. 

 

If you prefer, we thought it would be a fun project for families to shop together and find items to fill 

a shoe box.  Choose whether the gift will be for a boy or girl, and the child’s age range: 2-4, 5-9 or 

10-14 and fill with some of the above items. You can either wrap the box at home or come to 

potluck and wrap with us. If you wrap at home, remember the top and bottom of the box need to be 

wrapped separately so the top lifts off.  Fill out the label included in the “Operation Christmas 

Child” brochure and place on the top of the box.  Also, please include a $7 check made out to 

Samaritans Purse for postage. A large rubber band should be put around the wrapped box.  Please 

have the boxes to the church by November 7.

Operation Warm Embrace 
We delivered items to Second Baptist Church in Liberty for the Lakota Indians in South Dakota.  

This is the fifth year for Operation Warm Embrace.  The coats are given to Native American pastors 

on the reservation and they distribute them to people in their communities.  The following items 

were collected and will be taken to South Dakota in mid-November:  7 diaper bags (filled with 

useful items for babies), 48 coats, 48 hats, 4 hats and gloves sets, 7 scarves, 2 pajamas, 1 sweat suit, 

27 pair sox, 90 pair gloves, 1 afghan, and 3 blankets. 
 



 Thank You for Recycling 
Thanks to your efforts, we were able to win a $500.00 contest prize from Abitibi recycling. We 

recycled 25.76 tons of paper and raised $979.42 for our homeless ministries from May 1 to 

September 30.  According to 

www.recyclebank.com/environmental_footprint.cfmhttp://www.PaperRetriever.com) we saved 437 

trees, and 82 cubic yards of landfill space (which equals 25 family sized trucks).  We also saved 

180,320 gallons of water, 9,788 gallons of oil, and 105,616 kilowatts of energy (enough power 

for the average home for 12 years).  In addition, we saved 1,545 pounds of air pollutants from being 

released into the atmosphere.   

 

In September we sent $100 to Shepherd’s Center to use for their senor adult ministries in the 

Northland.  We sent $320 to Clay County Clothes Closet to purchase clothes for underprivileged 

children in Clay County.  We also sent $100 to the Northland Assistance Center to assist with 

utilities, prescriptions, etc. for those who have a need in the Northland. We also worked with United 

Services to help a homeless man obtain a bicycle to get back and forth to his job.  Thank you for 

making all this possible and please keep up the good work.  The recycle bins are located in the 

parking lot of Englewood Baptist Church off of Woodland and Englewood in Gladstone, Missouri. 
 

Golden Oaks Christmas Extravaganza
